AQP – Opportunity to ‘dig into’ QRH items
Emphasizes Human Factors and Communication – which can help reduce accidents

So:  PM is very important: “Speak up” – Don’t say ‘Stable” if it’s not.

“First Look” items - not briefed, but can repeat and retrain to proficiency

“Checking items”
“Training items”
“Stay in the Game”

Visual Approach Techniques - without G/S  [draw pattern]


LOC/PROF or RNAV / GPS – Watch out for invalid PROF! 


“Not so fast” on clearing T-Ps.  

Suggest: DON’T clear T-P if using PROF.   Or: 
“Give me Direct again”


DIST to RWY – Watch for invalid Radio Altitudes due to cliff, etc. (NOT recommended)


LIDO altitudes – BARO Alts. – Which DIST display? 4 possible. Have PM call them out.


V/S or FPA or PROF (if avail.) 


Off of snapshot to final – You WILL be on proper glidepath.


Suggestion: Use NAV and LOC for intercept 

Tell PM what you want on FCP
Non-Precision Approach Procedures, PROF Monitored (RNAV 25L)


Also applies to using PROF on a Visual

NPA RULES:


? When is a Monitored NP Approach required?  A: < 1000’ and / or 3 miles


? Can an F/O land out of a Monitored Approach?  A: No


? Does a NPA need to be autocoupled?  A: Yes

RNAV / GPS

? Does an RVAV / GPS need to be in PROF?  A: Yes

? Which minimums do we now use?  A: VNAV (if available)

PROF RULES:
-     Must be PROF-able □□□□ approach (now most in FMS database are)
· Must have LARGE FONT in 2R or later for FAF = “PROTECTED”

· LARGE FONT in 1R is meaningless = NOT protected

· Must be in descent mode  [draw VDI] or see [draw down arrow] ahead

· MAP can’t be beyond runway

· Watch for: “Incorrect clean-up” or clearing T-P before abeam FAF 

resulting in invalid PROF

· Must be in PROF (Magenta) – frequently forgotten

· Established  <.3 NM inside FAF

· Protected

RULES:


? F/O:  Your minimums to land out of an ILS?  A:  4000’ / ¾  / 1200 m



? When is a monitored ILS recommended?   A: < 4000’ RVR or < ¾  vis.


? When is a monitored ILS required?  A: < 1800’ RVR / CAT II or CAT III

Bonus: ? What is CAT I / 1800’ in Meters?  A: 550 m – “Handy in Europe”.

? CAT II Minimums ?  1200’ or 1000’ RVR  (350 m / 300 m)

? Difference ?  A: Autoland req’d for 1000’ RVR

? SINGLE LAND OK for 1000’ RVR ?   A: Yes
? APPR ONLY OK ?  A: No

? Is see to land req’d ?  A: Yes
