Setup:

Runway may have several approaches – see Custom APPRs [LIDO 7-20]
· VHF #2 for PRM freq. set volume but do not transmit on this

· Use TCAS TA/RA
· Autocoupled to intercept localizer

Breakout:

· “TRAFFIC ALERT, FedEx 88 heavy, turn left IMMEDIATELY, Heading 260, Climb and Maintain 4300.”

· Breakout may assign a descent.

· A/P off

· Ignore Flight Director – go to 10° to 15° pitch (tough to do)
· Do NOT press GA button

· Do NOT change flap or gear configuration

· Leave ATS ON
· PM enters breakout heading and altitude in FCP

· If TCAS RA at same time: Follow TCAS vertical and ATC assigned turn

· Re-engage AP when on assigned heading and altitude

· FCP “dead” until RWY is sequenced or full scale LOC / GS deflections
· FGS remains in approach mode until AP is re-engaged

· PF calls for configuration changes
