Rules:
PROF-able approach □□□□.  No modifications,  No notes prohibiting it.

In descent phase of flight  [VDI], or see [descent arrow] ahead at / before Fix.
LARGE Font Alt. in 2R or greater.  Large Font in 1R is MEANINGLESS.

Watch out for “Bad PROF”:


[‘Fly-down’ VDI]  or 
“0” DTG on PROG or
FAF in line 1 when still outside FAF.


Don’t clear T-P, or wait until abeam FAF outbound. 
MUST have a magenta line outside FAF and active WPT in front of you.

“Good PROF”:

[Centered VDI] or [‘Fly-up’ VDI]  and


LARGE Font alt. in 2R or greater

‘Dial-down’ / Set MDA when:

“Cleared”


“Established” and


“Protected”  (“Good PROF” indicated)

Must be auto-coupled
Must be monitored if <1,000’ or < 3

To avoid Level off at MDA: If visual and landing, click off A/P just after 200’                             “Approaching Minimums” call and IGNORE F/D. Keep descending.

RNAV:

Must be in PROF (FCP not allowed)

Several ways to load.  If vectors to final, Transition may not be req’d.

Reasons to Miss:


Loss of A/P


Loss of PROF


“UNABLE RNP"

>.3 nm AFTER FAF


>100’ off PROF
Subic RNAV has more rules – see APC FX pages

Review callouts [draw profile]

FO:  If Captain doesn’t take the airplane by MDA:


Immediate G/A?
No.


OK to let it level off?

Yes.


OK to let it continue to MAP?
Yes.  

Can you preselect MA Alt. ?
Yes.

OK to use V/S or Level change G/A?
Yes.
